TFI CIRCULAR-01

TFI ORGANISATION
(Roles & Functions of: STA, DTA & Basic Constituents)
1.
Aim & Objective

1.1
Taekwondo Federation of India (TFI) is the National Federation promoting and developing the sport of Taekwondo in India. The TFI is affiliated with Indian Olympic Association (IOA), World Taekwondo Federation (WTF); Asian Taekwondo Union (ATU); Commonwealth Taekwondo Union (CTU) & recognised by Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports, Government of India. 

1.2 The State Taekwondo Associations (STA), being constituent Members of TFI promote & develop Taekwondo at State level.

1.3 The District Taekwondo Associations (DTA) being constituent members of STA promote & develop Taekwondo at District level.
1.4 The TFI Approved Clubs / Sports Clubs/ Educational & other Institutions / District level Organisations promoting Taekwondo at district level are the constituent members of DTA. 
1.5 There is a need to clarify the roles and functions of the above constituent members to ensure that they function within their authorised jurisdictions and do not usurp the powers and functions of constituent members. 

1.6 This circular compiles all the existing rules and regulations for the benefit of State Taekwondo Associations (STA) and District Taekwondo Associations (DTA) and clarifies the grey areas.

2.
GUIDELINES
2.1
The constituent Members & Associations are authorised to collect funds for conducting championships, training of the teams for participation in competitions and carrying out expenses on running the office of these bodies in their respective jurisdictions. The collection and utilization of funds must be transparent, receipts issued for the purpose it is received and proper audited accounts. 
2.2
The office bearers of the TFI, STA & DTA must be elected every four years ensuring free and fair elections in accordance with the provisions of their respective constitutions & rules and regulations. The President, Secretary & Treasurer are honorary posts i.e. they cannot draw any salary from the association funds. 

2.3
To explain further, those who earn profit or have income from Taekwondo in any form (except duties allotted by TFI in conducting seminars, belt grading etc as per TFI Rules and Regulations) or have their clubs and academies as their sources of income are not authorised to occupy the post of President, General Secretary or treasurer in any of the National, State or District Associations. 
2.4
Members of the same family and blood relations are prohibited from occupying the posts of President; Secretary General / General Secretary / Secretary; & Treasurer in the same association. The office bearers elected must represent the constituent member. The Secretary General is office bearer of TFI; General Secretary is office bearer of STA & Secretary is the office bearer of DTA. 
2.5
The TFI at the national level, State Taekwondo Associations at state level and District Taekwondo Associations at district level are functioning as parent bodies for promoting and propagating taekwondo as per rules and regulations of the TFI approved by General Assembly. 
2.6
In furtherance of their prime objective, they are to ensure popularising taekwondo, joining of new athletes at sub-junior and junior levels, fair competitions and selection of athletes to represent their body at the next higher level after giving proper training to the selected team members as per existing TFI Rules and Regulations.

CONSTITUENT MEMBERES


4.1
CLUBS / TFI APPROVED CLUBS / EDUCATIONAL & SPORTS PROMOTING INSTITUTIONS / DISTRICT LEVEL GOVT ORGANISATIONS
a)
The above units constitute the District Taekwondo Associations (DTA).The office bearers of DTA are elected every four years to run the affairs of DTA.

b)
The above units apply to DTA for securing member ship.

c)
The membership of DTA is not given to individuals at all. It is primarily the Taekwondo promoting clubs and institutions which are the constituent members of DTA. They are represented in the General Assembly of DTA through their authorised representatives.

d)
One institution can open as many clubs as they desire but they have to seek membership for each club from DTA.

e)
The status of TFI Approved Club is given to those clubs, which is either run by the TFI Approved Coach himself or to those educational, sports or government bodies etc which have a TFI Approved Coach employed in their institution. 

f)
The validity of license is co-terminus with the validity of the license granted to the TFI Approved Coach. (For details see the TFI approved Coaches course as well as TFI Approved Club guidelines of TFI) 

g)
Their athletes can compete in District Championships provided they have the membership. Their athletes can also compete in open Taekwondo championships at all levels without any restrictions.

4.2
DISTRICT TAEKWONDO ASSOCIATION (DTA)
a)
They give membership to clubs, educational institutions and district level organisations. These constitute their electoral college for election of office bearers every 4 years. Their constitution must be in conformity with TFI constitution and TFI Rules and Regulations.
b)
The TFI Circular No. 02 of 2007-08 is the Constitution of District Taekwondo Association as approved by the Federation. TFI recognises only DTAs constituted in accordance with said circular.                                                 Annexure-II 

c)
They elect office bearers every four years in the presence of State Association observer. Those running their own academies and clubs and have income from such institutions are barred from occupying the post of President, Secretary and Treasurer. However, they can be elected to other posts in the executive council of the district.

d)
It is mandatory to conduct annual district Taekwondo championships for sub-junior, junior and senior weight categories failing which they lose their right to vote in the General Assembly of the State Association.
e)
Have a regular bank account for all their transactions with State Association and TFI
4.3
STATE TAEKWONDO ASSOCIATION (STA)

a) Give membership to District Taekwondo Associations, state level educational institutions and state government organisations. Only the elected President and Secretary of the District Taekwondo Associations shall constitute their electoral college for election of office bearers.

b)
The TFI Circular No. 01 of 2007-08 is the Constitution of State Taekwondo Association as approved by the Federation. The TFI recognises only STAs constituted in accordance with the Circular.                                               Annexure-III 

c)
They shall hold elections of office bearers every four years in the presence of TFI observer. Those running their own academies and clubs and have income from such institutions are barred from occupying the post of President, Secretary and Treasurer. However, they can be elected to other posts in the executive council. 
d)
It is mandatory to conduct annual State Taekwondo Championships for sub-junior, junior and senior weight categories in accordance with Circular 04 of 2009 (Championships).
e)
They shall have a regular bank account for all their transactions with TFI and District Associations. Their accounts shall be audited every year.
4.4 TAEKWONDO FEDERATION OF INDIA (TFI)








a) The Taekwondo Federation of India, herein, called the “Federation” is the National Federation constituted with State Taekwondo Associations as its Constituent Voting Members. Only the STAs have the voting rights in the General Assembly. The Central Government Organisations are also admitted as Member Units but without voting rights.

Note: 

1. “Club / Institution” means a Taekwondo promoting club / Sports Organisation / School/ college/ government department/ government institution having Taekwondo athletes its members / students.

2. It will be “mandatory for the District Taekwondo Association to grant membership to the applicant Club / Institution within 15 days” of the receipt of the application. 

3. In case of refusal, the grounds must be communicated to the Applicant within 15 days. The applicant can appeal to the State Taekwondo Association with a copy to the TFI Secretariat.  

4. The applicant club must generate a minimum of 25 TFI ID Cards annually failing which the DTA can suspend / cancel the membership if satisfactory reply is not furnished for the shortfall.

5. It will be mandatory for the athletes to prepare their TFI ID Cards as applicable for various categories.

6. It will be mandatory for the Club / Institution to issue receipts for any payments received from the athletes clearly clarifying the activity for which the fee has been received. 

7. For TFI related fees, the details must be checked from TFI website www.tfiindia.com for applicable fees under TFI Rules and regulations and funds collection and sharing. In case of doubt, the decision of TFI secretariat shall be final.

8. The District Taekwondo Association is bound to issue receipts for payments received from the Members i.e. Club / Institution and clearly mention the activity for which the fee has been received.

9. Overcharging / non issue of receipt is a clear violation of the TFI Rules and Regulations and results in black listing / disaffiliation of the concerned unit as per TFI circular No. 03 of 2009 (Discipline and Appeal Rules).

10. The Taekwondo athletes are debarred from attending any other event conducted by any parallel Taekwondo or Martial Arts institutions in the District; State & India.

11. Violation of above instructions results in cancellation of Membership and affiliation.

12. Ignorance of rules and regulations is no excuse. 
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
