TFI CIRCULAR-21

(AS APPROVED BY GENERAL ASSEMBLY ON 23.03.2005 AT MUMBAI)
TECHNICALCOMMITTEE 
RULES & REGULATIONS

1. OBJECTS & NAME
The Technical Committee, herein after called TC, will be the expert committee constituted to advise the Taekwondo Federation of India (TFI), hereinafter called Federation, in all technical matters of the sport of Taekwondo.

2. PURPOSE
As approved by General Assembly of TFI, TC has been constituted in accordance with the constitution of the federation for

i) Formulating guidelines for technical officials, referees, preparation of all types of syllabus for various grading and tests; selection of coaches, managers and athletes for RTCs and International Championships

ii) Plan strategies to place India amongst leading Taekwondo nations

iii) To act as a watch dog for overseeing all technical matters of the sport and ensure that WTF rules and regulations are followed meticulously.

iv) To extend advice as sought by President; Executive Committee and General Assembly from time to time

3. OFFICIALS

3.1
The TC will have 7 members (Individuals). Out of these 7 members, 5 shall be elected by majority vote of the eligible Members of the General Assembly i.e. State Associations as well as Member Units and 2 (two) would be nominated by the President including its Working Chairman.

3.2
The individuals eligible for election as member of the committee should be minimum 4 Dan WTF Black Belt. Only one member can be elected from one member unit. 

3.3
The President shall be the Chairman of TC and Secretary General the ex-officio member-Secretary.

3.4
The term of TC would be co terminus with the Executive Committee.

3.5
The President TFI would be competent to remove any member if he is found lacking interest or failing to undertake responsibilities envisaged in Rules and Regulations. 
4. OPERATIONS
The TC will meet at least twice a year with the approval of President. However, TC can be directed by the President to meet and recommend on any technical issues in case of emergent circumstances. 

The committee shall have the following roles and functions:

1. To frame guidelines for 

a)
Selection of athletes for Regional Training Centers (RTCs) & International Championships.

b)
Selection of technical officials, coaches and managers for International; National; State level Competitions & RTCs.

c)
Preparation of syllabus and selection of instructors and examiners for Black Belt examinations & Referee Seminars.
2. To suggest suitable steps for up gradation of sport.

3. To suggest equipment, syllabus and training schedule of athletes admitted in RTCs.
4. To regularly find out new techniques being developed world over and their suitability for Indian athletes.

5.
CONSTITUTIONAL PROVISIONS
TFI constitution envisages the following relating to Technical affairs:

A) 
GENERAL ASSEMBLY (ART 7.3) 

-To appoint committee or sub committee as and when necessary

-To have full and complete jurisdiction our all matters pertaining to the participation of India in International championship/games.

B)
THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL ART 8.4 (k):-

-Appointment of Sub committee (8.4).K

-Shall form rules and regulation for the administration of black belt exam, contest, games, tournament, referee sources, instructor's participations selection of National team etc.

 
C)
THE PRESIDENT (Art 9.1)

- To implement the objectives of the federation.

- Shall be the final authority on the matter of appointment to post in the TFI secretariat and organization.

6.
ANY OTHER TECHNICAL MATTER REFERRED BY GENERAL ASSEMBLY / EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE / PRESIDENT
The TC would also be responsible for undertaking any technical; matter referred to it by the General Assembly/ Executive Committee or President TFI for giving its recommendations on technical issues of Taekwondo in any form what so ever. The committee would submit its suggestions/ recommendations on above points to the President for his approval. 

The decision of the President in all matters will be taken as final till such time the same is placed before the Executive Committee and General Assembly for its approval.

The members of the Technical Committee have met on September 5, 2004 at Mumbai and proposed the above rules and regulations, which were discussed and approved by the Executive Committee & General Assembly on March 20, 2005 at Mumbai.
