TFI CIRCULAR-23

(Earlier Circular No. 02 of 2009)
COLOUR BELT GRADING

Taekwondo Federation of India (TFI) has made rules and regulations governing the Colour belt grading by the State Taekwondo Associations (STA) affiliated to TFI.

This circular compiles all the existing rules and regulations for the benefit of State Taekwondo Associations (STA) and District Taekwondo Associations (DTA). This circular clarifies the grey areas amongst various constituents of TFI.
The colour belt grading tests, deputation of examiners and issue of certificates will be governed as provided in this circular.

Jurisdiction
Colour Belt Grading will be the sole responsibility of the State Taekwondo Association, herein after, called STA.
2. Colour Belts

The mandatory period between registration of the athlete as white belt and his eligibility for Black Belt is 2 Years and 2 Months

3. Examiners

i) TFI authorises the STAs to depute examiners from a list of TFI Approved Coaches and 3rd DAN & above black belts to conduct colour belt grading tests in the manner provided in this circular.
ii) STA will maintain a list of 3rd DAN & above as well as TFI Approved Coaches in order of seniority as TFI Colour Belt Examiners for their respective states.
iii) STA will depute neutral Examiners from this list turn by turn in order of seniority. 
To clarify further, the neutral examiner means that the examiner of the same district will not be deputed to conduct examination in the same district. 
Examiner will be deputed from the neighbouring district by the STA from the list maintained by it turn by turn.
iv) STA will also depute along with the examiner, an STA representative called SR who will collect payment as prescribed from the athletes and issue a receipt to the athlete in lieu of the test. 
v) STA will issue yearly calendar for the exams to be conducted on 1st and 3rd Sunday of every month in each district.

vi) DTA will intimate to STA the venue for the exam.

vii) In those districts, where number of students is more, STA can fix more than one centre and depute examiners for each such centre from the list maintained. The maximum number of students in each centre shall not exceed 200. In case the athletes are more than 200, the STA will increase the number of centres in consultation with DTA.

viii) It will be the sole discretion of the STA to appoint as many numbers of examiners as it deems fit and the decision of STA will be final.

ix) The list of Examiners will be strictly in order of merit deputed turn by turn based on the year of Kukkiwon belt grading and its year.

x) If two examiners have the same date of Kukkiwon certificate and the same DAN, the one older in age will be senior.

4. Fee
Fee for the colour belt grading is strictly in accordance with the TFI rules and regulations as well as Funds collection and sharing approved by TFI General Assembly.

i) Athlete will pay Colour Belt grading fee of not exceeding Rs. 200/- per colour belt grading which is shared as under:

a) In addition, athlete will pay Rs 25/= to STA for the local arrangements which includes refreshments, items required for tests as well as towards reservation of accommodation for the test.
b) Thus, athlete shall deposit Rs 225/= in total at the time he appears for the examination and take a receipt of the same from the SR (STA Representative).

ii) STA representative (SR) will pay the examiner fee on the spot to the examiner and take a receipt for the payment.

iii) STA will retain Rs 125/=.

iv) STA shall transfer to TFI, Rs 25/= per athlete, by way of depositing in TFI HDFC Account No. 1432560007172
v) SR will pay to DTA Rs 25/= per athlete and take a receipt of the payment to DTA. 
vi) For non existing DTAs, the DTA share of colour belt will be retained by STA. Similarly, for Black Belt, the DTA share will be deposited in TFI HDFC Account.
vii) SR will pay Rs 25/= per athlete to Club / Coach / Educational Institution who are members of DTA and take a receipt for the payment made.
viii) SR will pay to DTA for expenses incurred relating to accommodation, refreshments, breaking articles etc for conducting the test and take receipt for the same.
ix) If DTA is not in existence in any district, STA will conduct grading test under its direct supervision.

x) If there are more than two Taekwondo promoting clubs or Institutions, STA shall strive to form DTA as early as possible as per TFI Circular 2 of 2008.

5. Results & Certificates
i) STA will declare the results and issue certificates to the athletes for the appropriate colour belt. It is the sole responsibility of the STA in this regard. 
ii) In case, any STA is suspended or adhoc body is constituted by TFI for any particular state to look after the Taekwondo activities in the state, the role will be discharged by the Chairman of the adhoc committee appointed by TFI in this regard. 

iii) It is further clarified that STA is the only authorised body by TFI to issue Colour belt certificates to the athletes on behalf of the TFI in the state. 

iv) Certificates issued by the above authorities will be accepted by the TFI. 

v) DTA / Approved Coaches are debarred from issuing any certificate to the athletes. Any violation of the rule will result in suspension / black listing of the authority or person concerned. Any such certificate issued will be treated as null and void. 

vi) STA will submit the results to TFI for updating the TFI records being maintained for each athlete.

6. Admission of athletes from other disciplines
There are cases where athletes from the other martial arts or Taekwondo athletes from other clubs / institutions not affiliated with TFI are keen to join TFI.
The procedure will be as under:

i) Club or Institution member of DTA will apply for his TFI card charging Rs 175/= and issue a receipt to him.

ii) The athlete will have to pay for each colour belt Rs 175/= to be shared as TFI Rs 25/=, STA Rs 100/=, DTA Rs 25/= and club / Institution Rs 25/=.

iii) STA will issue him the appropriate colour belt certificate after taking into possession his existing martial arts certificate and issue him an equivalent colour belt certificate. STA can conduct his refresher course as it deems fit.

iv) The athlete will further go far colour belt up grading in accordance with TFI existing rules and pay fee as prescribed in Article 4 above (Fee).

7. General:
i) No one is authorised for collecting fee more than prescribed. 
ii) Applicant must insist on getting a receipt for their payments if made to any Coach / Institution / DTA / STA.
iii) Applicant must ensure that they are making payments to the genuine office bearer or association. 
iv) In case of any doubt they can refer to TFI website tfiindia.com or check with TFI Secretariat by phone or fax or e-mail.
v) Violations must be reported to TFI Secretariat.
vi) In case of any ambiguity or dispute decision of TFI will be final.
This circular order repeals any instructions issued in the past in reference to the Colour belt grading in the past.
The orders come into force w.e.f 01.07.2009

TFI Colour Belt Certificates

Sample of the Certificate for Delhi State is below.
1. The process of issue of TFI Colour Belt will involve generation of certificates with unique numbers. 

2. The Circular above explains in detail, the process for colour belt grading and fee sharing in Art 4 above.
3. The STAs have to print the standard TFI Colour Belt Certificates for their respective States by making necessary changes accordingly in the sample certificate for Delhi State attached.  The State 2 digit code will be printed on the certificate. 
4. The STA will issue sufficient number of TFI Colour Belt Certificates to the STA Representative (SR) for the respective district by filling in the District Code allotted to the particular District.

5. The Year (4digits) & Serial Number (4 digits) shall be hand written at the time of issue of the certificate to the athlete at the time of examination by the STA Representative (SR). 

6.  Each certificate will be serial numbered for the year 2009 of each district starting 0001. From the year 2010, the Sr. No. will again start from 0001 for each respective District.  
7. The STA will ensure that SR deposits the Requisite fee of Rs 100/= as share of the STA from colour belt fee for each certificate issued.

8. The SR will submit the list of qualified athletes with their ID card numbers and the number of TFI colour belt Certificate issued to the particular athlete in a correct manner. 

9. The certificate number will have to be filled in by the STA in the forthcoming TFI Dynamic Website. 
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
