BLACK BELT / DAN PROMOTION TESTS
 (Circular 01 of 2005 as approved by General Assembly on 20.03.2005 at Mumbai
& amended on11.03.2007 & 02.08.2010)

PREFACE

1.1
This Circular regulates the conduct of Black Belt / DAN Promotion tests conducted by TFI.

1.2
The present Circular is an amendment of Circular 1 of 2005 (as amended on 11.03.2007) and incorporates the latest instructions issued by TFI relating to the conduct of Black Belt / DAN Promotion tests.

1.3
The Black Belt / DAN Promotion test is the sole prerogative of Taekwondo Federation of India (TFI).

1.4
The TFI is the sole authority to declare a venue and the dates for conduct of the Black Belt / DAN Promotion test and appoint Examiners and Observers as per its existing policy.

1.5
Any tests conducted without prior sanction and authorisation from TFI by any constituent Member of TFI i.e. State Taekwondo Association (STA); District Taekwondo Association (DTA) or their affiliated Clubs / Institutions / Officials shall be treated as null and void.
1.6
The Constituent Member / official will be suspended with immediate effect and further action for disaffiliation / black listing shall be initiated.

1.7
The athletes are advised to ensure that they check for the genuineness of the examination before they undergo any such tests from TFI. Such information will be made available on TFI website www.tfiindia.com in future as well for the benefit of Taekwondo athletes and officials.

2.
VENUE & DATE
2.1 Black belt test shall be conducted at a place and venue to be approved by the President, TFI on a written proposal submitted by Secretary General as per decisions of TFI General Assembly / Executive Council and existing procedures. 
2.2 The Black Belt / DAN Promotion Test shall be conducted on 2nd Sunday of every month on Zonal Basis as a general policy. 
2.3 TFI secretariat can fix venues with dates and depute examiners other than mentioned in the Zonal list in case of special circumstances with the approval of the President or at the time of any International / National Event.
2.4 The State Taekwondo Associations (STAs) are divided into five Zones as under:

2.5 Only the athletes from the States mentioned under respective Zones can appear for Black Belt / DAN Promotion test at the venue fixed for that Zone. Outsiders are not eligible unless authorised by TFI.
2.6 MEMBER UNITS

The Member Units are placed in a special category since they are present across a number of states on account of their special status and not confined to any particular Zone. They are

2.7 The athletes from Member Units can appear at a centre falling in the Zone of his present posting.
3. APPOINTMENT OF OBSERVERS AND EXAMINERS

3.1
OBSERVER

TFI observer shall be deputed to ensure that 
3.1.1 Tests are conducted in a fair manner as per approved syllabus of WTF. 

3.1.2 Receipt of every amount received in connection with the test is given to every participant. The receipt for Rs 500/= collected by STA towards making arrangements for the test is given to the candidate. 
3.1.3 Copy of this circular is provided to every participant by the observer. The organizing unit shall provide sufficient number of copies for circulation to candidates. 
3.1.4 He will submit his report in this regard to Secretary General with a copy to President and Treasurer of TFI within 7 days of the examination. 
3.1.5 TFI observer shall be an office bearer of TFI / State Association / Member unit/ International Referee.       

3.2
The TFI observer, so deputed, would be paid by TFI as under:
3.2.1
Daily allowance of Rs.500/- per day (or as per existing TFI rules) for meals, boarding and lodging. The organizing unit if makes any arrangements should recover the cost from TFI observer and in no case make any expenses more than Rs. 500/-. 
3.2.2
Honorarium of Rs. 500/- per day.

3.2.3
3 tier A/C train fare to and fro from his place of residence to the venue. Local transport shall be provided by the organizers. 

3.3      EXAMINER
3.3.1 Every 4-Dan & above Black Belt holder is approved for deputing as TFI examiner for Black Belt / Dan Promotion Test at a Zonal Centre declared as a venue for Black Belt / DAN Promotion test. 
3.3.2 He shall be listed Zone wise as mentioned above in accordance with his seniority by way of his date of passing the said grading. In case two persons have the same date of passing, age will be the deciding factor, the one with more age would be placed senior. 
3.3.3 The approved list prepared in the above manner would be the base for deputing examiners as per seniority.  If a member, so deputed is not available due to any reason and informs in writing, his nomination will be replaced by the next available examiner from the seniority list. 
3.3.4 The Secretary General will circulate the list of eligible 4-Dan and above TFI Examiners prepared Zone wise as per procedure mentioned above and circulate to all the State Associations / Member Units and ensure that the particulars and postal address along with telephone and fax numbers are correct in the records of the Federation. 
3.3.5 The TFI examiners, who are not available should send their request to Secretary General for record. 

3.4 TFI examiner, so deputed, would be paid as under:
3.4.1 Belt Examination fee of Rs.200/- (or as per existing TFI Rules amended from time to time) by the candidate at the time of test. Minimum of 25 athletes should be present for Dan Promotion grading otherwise the Organisers should pay Traveling allowance of the Examiner.

3.4.2 The examiner will not be paid any TA/DA by TFI or the Organising Association if the required number of athletes (25 numbers) is present. 
3.4.3 The expenses on boarding and lodging, up to a maximum of Rs. 500/- per day, would be borne by the organizers. Any expenses more than Rs. 500/- would be borne by the examiner himself.  
3.4.4 New athletes who attain their 4-Dan grading would be added to the list in order of their seniority in the above-mentioned manner. 
3.4.5 It is mandatory for TFI examiners to attend the National Referee / Refresher Seminars conducted by TFI once a year to keep abreast with latest rules and regulations of WTF. 
3.4.6 The Zone wise list of TFI Examiners shall be placed on TFI web-site for information of all concerned.  
4.
ELIGIBILITY & PROCEDURE
4.1     Taekwondo athletes who wish to appear in Dan Promotion Test as per the    

TFI declared calendar of events, should deposit Dan promotion Fees in HDFC Bank A/c No. 01432560007172. 

4.2
The following documents complete in all respects must be submitted by 25th of the preceding month:

a) Duly completed Application Form for Dan Promotion Test along-with 5 Passport size Photographs.

b) Xerox copy of Red-1 Certificate or previous Dan Certificate (if applicant is appearing for 2nd Dan & above) of the Applicant.

c) Xerox Copy of Fee Deposited slip. 

d) Xerox copy of TFI ID Card.

Example: If Dan Promotion Test is scheduled to be held on 08.08.2010 in Karnataka, participating athletes should deposit Fees and submit documents by 25.07.2010 positively. 
The applicant can also send scanned copy of the above documents by e-mail to tkdindia@airtelmail.in by 25th of proceeding month followed by originals without delay to reach by the last day of the month.
4.3
The above documents have to be sent to TFI Secretariat:  #312, Yashoda Krishna, East Circle Road, VV Puram, Bengaluru-560004.

4.4
TFI Secretariat will announce the eligible athletes after scrutinizing the documents, by 1st of the Month of the Examination i.e. 01.08.2010 for 08.08.2010 Examination and place a copy of the same on TFI Website. 

4.4
Only those athletes whose names will be appearing in the eligibility List will be permitted to appear in the Test.

4.5
TFI shall forward the list with complete set of documents to the respective Examiners deputed for the purpose, who shall return the same to the TFI Secretariat immediately after the exam with the results of the Examination not later than 7 days of the said examination.

4.6
On the spot admission for test shall not be allowed at ANY COST.
4.7
The APPLICANTS WHOSE DOCUMENTS ARE RECEIVED AFTER THE DEADLINE i.e 25th of the Month will not be permitted during that particular exam and have to wait for the next exam. 
4.8      In case the number of candidates at a Zonal Centre is less than ten (10),    the examination will stand cancelled and the athletes will be informed accordingly. The eligible athletes will be given a choice to appear in the forthcoming exams at a venue they decide from the published list.
4.9
The General Secretary of the concerned State Taekwondo Association, where exam is to be conducted shall intimate to TFI and the TFI Examiner as well as all the STAs of the Zone, the Venue and the contact persons details for the convenience of the athletes appearing for the test.
4.10
The General Secretary or his authorised representative of the STA facilitating the TFI for conducting the test will collect Rs 500/= cash from the athletes appearing for the test towards expenses for making arrangements as per TFI Rules and Regulations.
4.11
Thus the athlete shall pay only the TFI Fee as per TFI Funds Collection and Sharing document and Rs 500/= cash at the Zonal Centre only. (See TFI website www.tfiindia.com under Rules>Finance>Funds Collection and Sharing)
5.
DELIVERY PERIOD OF KUKKIWON (DAN) CERTIFICATE
5.1 The TFI will forward the documents complete in all respects to Kukkiwon for issue of the Certificates of the successful candidates within a period of fifteen (15) days from the receipt of the same from TFI Examiner.

5.2 Federation is duty bound to deliver the Black Belt / Dan Promotion Test     certificate within a period of three months from the date of test. In case, the circumstances are beyond its control, every candidate would be informed in writing by the Secretariat and the reasons posted on TFI website. 

5.3 Every candidate would get his certificate at an address so mentioned by him at the time of examination or to a person having been authorized by the candidate himself. 

5.4 Under no circumstances, the certificate would be forwarded to any of the office bearers of any State Association or Member unit or TFI office bearer.
5.5 The TFI Secretariat would keep all such certificates in its own custody and deliver certificates to the individuals in the above-mentioned manner. 

5.6 TFI secretariat should forward the forms to WTF with the name and signatures of the examiner who has taken the test and not to change the forms in the name of Secretary General. This creates a misconception in the mind of WTF that only one source is conducting the test and rest are sitting idle. 
5.7 In case, there is any violation of above guidelines, it would be presumed that the concerned State Association/ Member Unit / Examiner is careless in its performance and unfit to undertake such responsibility and thus the person held responsible would be debarred for giving any such responsibility for a period of one year.
5.8 An authorized person shall be deputed by the President to conduct a detailed enquiry and submit to the President. The President with his recommendations shall place the report before the next Executive Committee for an appropriate decision. The decision of EC would be final in this case. 

5.9 The TFI observer would submit his report about any such failures or lapses on the part of organizers/examiners and submit suggestions for improving the same. If any such deliberate lapse is reported against the examiner the President TFI is authorized to remove him from the list after giving him a Show Cause Notice and examining his reply in this regard. He can again be placed on the list to the satisfaction of TFI President on the recommendations of the Technical Committee. 

6.        CANDIDATES’ GUIDELINES
Candidates appearing for the test should comply the following in principle:
a) A  copy of the Circular 2 of 2010, governing the conduct of the Black Belt / Dan Promotion test, is provided free of cost by the TFI Observer / Examiner.

b) Payments are made against a receipt only. Annexure-1 

c) Complete personal particulars are provided to TFI observer so that TFI finds no difficulty in dispatch of the WTF certificate to the Candidate directly at the address furnished by him. The details to be furnished are as per Annexure-2
