(As approved by the General Assembly at Mumbai on 20.03.2005)

TFI APPROVED COACHES
RULES & REGULATIONS
The Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan (KVS) as well as Delhi Public School (DPS) Society have considered and approved Taekwondo as one of the disciplines in their schools. They have accepted the proposal of TFI and agreed to work in association with TFI. The number of schools under these organizations is more than 1200. 
Keeping in view the fast growing popularity of Taekwondo in schools, there is a need to have a cadre of TFI coaches. If TFI does not provide coaches, other martial arts persons having no knowledge of Taekwondo but in the garb of a Taekwondo coach would try to seek an entry.
The issue was referred to the Technical Committee of TFI by the President. The Technical Committee discussed the Issue of TFI Approved Coaches on March 19, 2005 at Mumbai in order to fix the eligibility criteria, syllabus, fee etc. 

The recommendations of the Technical Committee were discussed by Executive Committee and placed before the General Assembly on March 20, 2005 at Mumbai. 

The following were approved by the General Assembly and the same would come into force with immediate effect i.e. March 20, 2005.
In short, TFI Approved Coaches Course would be called TFI-ACC and the coach would be called TFI-AC.
1 VENUE
i) The TFI-ACC shall be conducted at a place and venue to be approved by the President, TFI on written request submitted by the applicant State Association / Member Unit 15 days in advance from the schedule date of the test. 
Prior approval of the TFI is mandatory.
ii) The Regional Training Centers (RTCS) are approved centers for conducting TFI-ACC.
iii) The requests of the Applicant State Association / Member Unit would be listed from the date of receipt of such request by the President or Secretariat.

iv) Only candidates from the State Associations / Member Units falling in the jurisdiction of the RTC/Member Unit would be eligible for attending the TFI-ACC at RTCs.
v) Similarly, 3-Dan and above instructors as per list prepared in a manner mentioned below would be eligible to conduct courses in the State Associations / Member Units as per 5 Zones of RTCs.
vi) To further clarify, the 5 RTCs approved by General Assembly are being set up at the following places and will cater to States and Member Units as under:

2. INSTRUCTOR
1. Every 3-Dan & above Black Belt holder is approved for deputing as TFI Instructor for TFI-ACC. 
2. He would be deputed on rotation basis from the approved list of TFI to be prepared by TFI Secretariat and approved by the President TFI. 
3. Every member of this list is supposed to attend a refresher seminar once a year to keep abreast with latest rules and regulations of WTF. Failure to do so would result in his removal from the approved list till such time that he attends the refresher course.
4. This list would be placed on TFI web-site for information of all concerned.  
3.
LICENSE
3.1
Federation is duty bound to deliver the TFI-AC License within a period of 15 days from the date of completion of the basic course of TFI-AC. In case, the circumstances are beyond its control, every candidate would be informed in writing by the Secretariat.

Every candidate would get his license at an address so mentioned by him at the time of examination or to a person having been authorized by the candidate himself.

Under no circumstances, the license would be forwarded to any of the office bearers of any State Association or Member unit or TFI office bearer. The TFI Secretariat would keep all such licenses in its own custody and deliver licenses to the individuals in the above-mentioned manner.

TFI instructor, so deputed, would be paid as under by the TFI:

1. Examination fee of Rs. 500/- for the 7 days basic course and        Rs 250/= per candidate for a 4 days Annual Refresher Course. (or as per existing TFI Rules amended from time to time).
2. The instructor shall be paid 3 tier A/C train fare to and fro.
3. Rs. 300/- per day towards expenses on boarding and lodging 
3.2
EXEMPTION FROM BASIC COURSE
1.
Every NIS Qualified Black Belt athlete as well as every 3-Dan and above would be exempted  from attending the basic 7 days TFI-ACC. 

2.
They shall be issued a license by TFI Secretariat on submission of the application form (Annexure-2) by their respective State Association / Member Unit along with the requisite fee.  
3.3
RENEWAL OF LICENSE 
The TFI Secretariat would renew the license when the candidate attends the refresher course every year as prescribed in this circular.

4. CANDIDATES’ REQUIREMENTS & GUIDELINES
4.1
Eligible candidates should fulfill the following: 

1. Should be 1st Dan Black Belt and above registered with TFI
2. Educational qualification should be Matriculation and above.
3. Should be 21 years of age and above

4. Should have knowledge of English and Hindi

5. Should have sufficient knowledge of taekwondo
4.2
Candidates appearing for the TFI-ACC should follow as under:
a) A copy of the Circular 2 of 2005, governing the conduct of the Course, is provided free of cost by the TFI Examiner.
b) Payments are made by Demand Draft in favour of “Taekwondo Federation of India HDFC A/c No. 1432560007172“ Mumbai Crawford Market Branch, strictly in accordance with TFI Circular No 2 of 2005 in this regard and fee prevalent at that time. 
c) Cash under no circumstances would be accepted.

d) If the candidate fails to pass the course, he would be refunded Rs. 1500/= out of the fee paid by him.

e) Boarding and lodging would be the responsibility of the candidate himself and he will pay his own expenses. However, the organizing State Association / Member Unit would be required to extend help in making arrangements at reasonable rates.

f) Complete personal particulars are provided to TFI Examiner so that TFI finds no difficulty in dispatch of the TFI-ACC Certificate to the Candidate directly at the address furnished by him. The details to be furnished are as per Annexure-2.

FEE
The following fees have been approved by TFI General Assembly
1. 
Basic Course of 7 Days


Rs. 2,500/=

(6 days Coaching 1 day Examination)
2.
Annual Refresher Course of 4 days
Rs 1,500/=


(3 days coaching 1 day examination)
The above fee will cover the TFI fee, Examiner Fee, reading material, a copy of the TFI manual etc. The boarding and lodging expenses shall be borne by the candidate.
The fee can be revised from time to time by the General Assembly on the recommendations of Executive Council or the President.
6. SYLLABUS
6.1
The syllabus for TFI-ACC 7-days initial course as well as 4-days refresher course would be as per Annexure-1.

6.2
Every TFI-AC would be required to attend a mandatory initial course of 7-days duration conducted by TFI. On passing of the same course, he would be given a license by TFI valid for one year.
6.3
On the expiry of one year period, the candidate shall have to attend a refresher course of 4-days to revalidate his certificate for a further period of one year. This is so required to refresh him with the latest WTF Rules and Regulations.

6.4
The candidate can attend the refresher course within 3 months of the date of expiry. This means that if the certificate is valid till March-2006, the candidate can attend refresher course any time from January-2006 to March-2006. Failure to do so would result in cancellation of his TFI-ACC.
6.5
In case the TFI-ACC has been cancelled, the same can be renewed after attending the refresher course with a late fee of Rs. 500/= but the candidate has to attend the late course within 6 months of the month ending TFI-ACC. This means that if the period expires on March-2006, with late fee, it can be renewed before September-2006.
6.6
After the expiry of grace period, the candidate shall be required to attend initial Course of 7-days once again. 
6.7
There would be no relaxation under any circumstances.
7.
ANY OTHER MATTER

In case of any other issue not clarified above, decision of the President shall be final. However, such decision would be placed before the Executive Committee held on the next available date.
