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CHAMPIONSHIPS
1.
Aims & Objective

1.1
Championships are conducted by Taekwondo Federation of India (TFI) at National level; State Taekwondo Associations (STA) at State level & District Taekwondo Associations (DTA) at District level in accordance with World Taekwondo Federation (WTF) rules and regulations.

 1.2
Indian Taekwondo teams selected by TFI participate in International competitions conducted under the aegis of World Taekwondo Federation (WTF); Asian Taekwondo Union (ATU) & Commonwealth Taekwondo Union (CTU). 

1.3
In addition, Indian Taekwondo teams selected by TFI also participate in Olympics, Asian Games, Commonwealth Games, SAF Games & other Games under the banner of Indian Olympic Association (IOA).  

1.4
There is a need to standardise the conduct of Championships by the above organising federations and associations affiliated to TFI. In addition, the procedure and qualifications to select Indian Team for International Competitions also needs to be put in black and white for the benefit of all athletes. 

1.5
This circular compiles all the existing rules and regulations for the benefit of State Taekwondo Associations (STA) and District Taekwondo Associations (DTA) and clarifies the grey areas.
2. Classification of Tournament 
Broadly, the tournaments are classified as

2.1 INTERNATIONAL
Conducted under the aegis of WTF, ATU, CTU, IOC, OCA, CGF & SAF etc where teams participate under the banner of TFI & IOA


2.2
NATIONAL
Regular Championships
2.2.1
Regular Championships are the one in which teams participate as State Teams selected by STA on the basis of Regular State Championships.
2.2.2
These include National Games, National Male & Female, Junior & Sub-Junior boys and girls, Federation Cup & Zonal Championships conducted by TFI or under the aegis of IOA. 
2.2.3
Athletes holding 1-DAN (black belt) and above registered with TFI are eligible to participate in National Male & Female as well National Junior Boys & Girls Championships. 
Open Championships
2.2.4
Open Championships are the one conducted by TFI or affiliated State Taekwondo Associations (STA) with prior approval of TFI. The STA has to pay appropriate prescribed fee which is at present Rs 10,000/= (Ten thousand only). The STA is free to fix the entry fee amount which should not exceed Rs 500/=, in cases where STA is conducting the National Open Championships. The referees and technical officials are appointed by TFI secretariat. They are paid TA/DA as per TFI rules.
2.2.5
The objective of national open championships is to search for athletes having potential for winning medals in International Championships by attending National Training camps conducted by TFI. This is an additional opportunity for TFI registered athletes who could not find a place in the national camp and thus failing to represent India in International Championships.
2.2.6
The athletes are free to participate as individuals and must be TFI ID Card holders. The athlete is eligible to compete by directly paying entry fee prescribed by the organisers and does not require any recommendation from STA or DTA. The card can be generated by the athletes on line from TFI web application www.tfiindia.com on the spot for those who do not posses the same. The ID cards generated on line by the athletes are valid for participation in TFI or its affiliated STA/DTA conducted Championships/ courses/ seminars etc. 

2.2.7
Only the Gold medal winners of the Open National Championships, mentioned above, are eligible to attend the national camp and get selected for a place in the Indian Team of the appropriate weight categories.

2.3
ZONAL
Regular Championships

2.3.1
Regular Championships are the one in which teams participate as State Teams selected by STA on the basis of Regular State Championships.

2.3.2
These include Zonal Championships conducted by TFI. 

2.3.3
Athletes holding 1-DAN (black belt) and above registered with TFI are eligible to participate in ZONAL Male & Female as well ZONAL Junior Boys & Girls Championships. 

2.4 STATE
Regular Championships

2.4.1
Regular Championships are the one in which teams participate as District Teams selected by DTA on the basis of District Championships.

2.4.2
These include State Games, State Male & Female, Junior & Sub-Junior Championships conducted by STA or under the aegis of State Olympic Association (SOA).

Open Championships

2.4.3 Athletes holding TFI ID Card are eligible to participate in the State Open Taekwondo Championships by paying requisite fee. The participants must be the ID card holders of the respective state only. The affiliated DTA can hold open State Championships with the prior approval of STA. The DTA has to pay a fee of Rs 5000/= to STA for holding Open State Championships on its own. The DTA is free to charge entry fee which should not exceed Rs 300/= for conducting Open State Championships with prior sanction of STA.
2.5 DISTRICT 
Regular Championships

2.5.1
Regular Championships are the one in which teams of the affiliated members of the DTA participate as Member of the District Taekwondo Association.
2.5.2
These include District Games, District Male & Female, Junior & Sub-Junior Championships conducted by DTA or under the aegis of District Olympic Association (DOA).

Open Championships

2.5.3
Open District Taekwondo Championships are conducted by DTA or their members with the prior permission of DTA. The athletes holding TFI ID card are eligible to participate. The athlete must belong to the same district only. The athletes of other districts are not eligible to participate in the Open District Championships. They can compete by directly paying entry fee prescribed by the DTA. The members holding the District Open Championships are to pay a fee of Rs 2000/= to DTA for conducting it on its own. The Members are free to charge entry fee which should not exceed Rs 200/= for conducting Open District Taekwondo Championships.
2.5.4
The affiliated Members of the District Taekwondo Associations (DTAs) like schools / colleges/ approved clubs / institutions are prohibited from conducting any Open Championships involving athletes from other clubs / institutions/ districts except with the prior approval of the concerned DTA. They are permitted to conduct only the competitions amongst students of their institution for selecting their teams for participation in the District Taekwondo Championships. Any violation of this rule will result in cancellation of the DTA membership.

4.
Eligibility & Qualifying norms for Participants in Championships

4.1
International Championships-Regular 
4.1.1
Gold or Silver Medallist of National Regular Championships or Gold Medallist of the Open National Championship.

 4.1.2 He has been called to attend the national coaching camp and has attended the National Coaching Camp conducted by TFI
4.1.3
He is selected by the National Selection Committee appointed by the Federation.

4.2
National Championships-Regular
Only the Gold Medallist failing which the Silver Medallist of the State Regular Championships conducted by the STA in the concerned year is eligible to participate. The medallists of any trial or open Championships conducted by STA shall not be allowed to compete in the regular National Championships conducted by TFI.

4.3
Zonal Championships-Regular
Only the Gold Medallist failing which the Silver Medallist of the State Regular Championships conducted by the STA in the concerned year is eligible to participate. The medallists of any trial or open Championships conducted by STA shall not be allowed to compete in the regular Zonal Championships conducted by TFI.

4.4 State Championships-Regular
Only the Gold Medallist failing which the Silver Medallist of the District Regular Championships conducted by DTA in the concerned year are eligible to participate. The medallists of any trial or open Championships conducted by DTA shall not be allowed to compete in the regular State Championships conducted by STA. The athletes must be registered with the concerned DTA.
4.5 District Championships
Athlete must be a TFI ID Card Holder and represent the affiliated Member of DTA participating under the banner of the concerned Member. Athletes of other Members shall not be eligible to participate under the banner of another member except with the prior approval of DTA
4.6 Defunct STAs & DTAs

The team of STA for participation in the TFI National Championships in case of defunct STA & DTA shall be selected as under:

4.5.1
In case of defunct STA, the adhoc body constituted by TFI (in case of STA) shall conduct Open Championships inviting all the athletes of DTAs (which are constituted as per Circular 02 of 2007-08) and defunct DTAs to come any compete in the Championships. Only the Gold medallists of the Open Championship will be eligible to participate in the National Championships conducted by TFI. The dates of competitions shall be given wide publicity by all possible means to select the best talent from the state athletes. The presence of TFI deputed Observer is mandatory and he should sign the selected team for participation in TFI nationals.
4.5.2
The athletes must be holders of the TFI ID card. The card can be generated by the athletes on line from TFI web application www.tfiindia.com on the spot for those who do not posses the same. The same shall be valid for participation in all Championships / seminars/ courses etc conducted by TFI or affiliated STA/ DTA.

Expenses


5.1
International Championships
5.1.1
All expenses of the Indian Team for participation in International Championships shall be borne by the TFI.
5.1.2
All expenses for participation in the Open International Championships, where TFI is not participating as Indian Team, shall be borne by the athlete. His recommendation shall be made to TFI by the STA President as per prevalent rules and regulations. 

5.1.3
TFI clearance is a mandatory for International Championships, seminars, courses etc.

5.1.4
Any violation shall result in black listing of the athlete, coach or the registered official of the TFI as per TFI Discipline and Appeal Circular 3 of 2009.


5.2
National Championships
5.2.1
All expenses on the participation of State team shall be borne by the STA. This includes rail fare, all travel expenses, participation fee, boarding & lodging etc.

5.2.2
Expenses for the referees and other officials deputed for TFI National Championships of Regular Category shall be borne by the TFI.

5.2.3
Expenses for participation in Open National Championships shall be borne by the athlete himself where he is participating in his individual capacity as TFI ID Card holder.

5.2.4
Expenses for the referees and other officials deputed by the TFI shall be borne by the Organisers. TA/DA shall be paid as per TFI Rules and Regulations.
5.3
Zonal Championships
5.3.1
All expenses on the participation of State team shall be borne by the STA. This includes rail fare, all travel expenses, participation fee, boarding & lodging etc.

5.3.2
Expenses for the referees and other officials deputed by the TFI shall be borne by the Organisers. TA/DA shall be paid as per TFI Rules and Regulations.


5.4
State Championships
5.4.1
All expenses for the participation of District team shall be borne by the DTA. This includes rail fare, all travel expenses, participation fee, boarding & lodging etc.

5.4.2
Expenses for participation in Open State Championships shall be borne by the athlete himself where he is participating in his individual capacity as TFI ID Card holder.

5.4.3
Expenses for the referees and other officials deputed for State Championships of Regular Category shall be borne by the STA.

5.5 District Championships
All expenses for participation in the District Championships, whether Regular or Open shall be borne by the athlete himself.
